A brief description for anyone who hasyet to experience the
on ice spectacle of the gamethat is officially
“thefastest team sport in the world”

|ce hockey is ateam sport played on an ice surface of approximately 60 metres by 30 metres.

6 team members (including the goalie) are on the ice at any one time, passing between them

a hard vulcanised rubber puck. The players skate at up to 30 MPH whilst the rubber puck can
be struck at over 100 MPH, explaining why |ce Hockey is the worlds fastest team sport.

The object of the game isto put the puck into the goal of the opposing team. The team that
scores most goals by the end of the gameisthewinner.............smple.

The gameis played for 3 periods of 20 minutes and at each break of play the game clock
Is stopped which means that a full 60 minutes of action is enjoyed by an enthralled crowd.

Between the periods, the intervals of up to 15 minutes are often filled with on ice entertainment,
normally involving willing participants from the crowd. The on ice action is enhanced by
music breaks at each stoppage in play, with the music often chosen for the “moment”

|ce hockey is anotoriously physical sport, and so intense is the action that the 5 “outskaters’
may only be able to manage 20 seconds of play before being substituted for afresh “line”.
The team may include as many as 22 players which means there could be 4 full “lines’
that are available for tactical advantage or natural rest.

The continual changes of players, or line changes, is one of the unusual and fascinating
aspects of the game that make it compulsive viewing for the growing fan base. The action
continues till the last buzzer, as the Raiders recent game winning goa against Sheffield with just
3 seconds remaining on the clock demonstrates
